 How you use your voice; tone, pitch, pace, volume, 

pauses/silence

Report needs to be typed double spaced, must include 
headings (Introduction, Experiment, etc) that are 
flush to the left, by itself, and bold italicized
 Introduction (1 paragraph)- standard, attention grabber, 

thesis, preview
 Experiment (1-2 paragraphs)- What are you going to do, 

where you going to go, what form are you studying, what 
are you going to do with that form, who are you to do it to, 
etc.
Prediction!!!

 Results (1 paragraph)- relate what you saw
Group people together if there are similar responses don’t write

about each person individually; example 
positive/negative/outcasters

 Discussion (2-3 paragraphs)- Answer why? Analyze.
Address prediction

 Conclusion (1 paragraph)
