Entrance, kindergarten and first grade kids will find it easy to get out of their cars and walk
straight into the building closest to their downstairs classrooms. Traffic may back up some at the
light, so we don’t want to load up all our kids there. At the Caswell Entrance, second through
fifth grade kids can get out and have an easy walk to their classroom areas. If you have kids at
both grades (such as a first grader and a fifth grader), you can drop them off at either area and
they will walk to their waiting spot. In the afternoon, we will get the kids to the pickup area
(Cherry Road Entrance or Caswell Entrance) you tell us. You will let your child’s teacher know
at Open House on Wednesday, December 12 from 6:00-7:30 PM.

As I’ve thought about this question, it reminds me that we’re always asking this
