Scheduling

- January 25 and 26: Counselors meet with students t
schedules

- March-April: Master Schedule is developed

- April 15: Last day to request teachers in writing
May thru Aug.: Student schedules in progress
August: Schedules distributed first day of school




Class Load

- High school day = 7 academic
periods

- Study hall is highly recommended

- Must have core courses of English,
math, science, social studies

- Suggested health/P.E.
- One elective class
- All students have a HIVE period

Credits

- A full year course is usually worth
one credit toward graduation

- A semester course is usually worth
Y2 credit toward graduation

= Minimum grade to pass is D- (60%)

= No credit is earned for a failed
course

- Students have to retake any core
course failed.




P.E. Waiver

- The Board of Education has adopted a
policy that exempts students who
participate in interscholastic athletics,
band, or cheerleading for two full seasons
from the physical education
requirements. Students must take
another course of at least .5 credit.

- No mixing or matching (cannot combine
one season with one P.E. class)
