Subject: “Right to Know™ Teacher Qualifications

As you know, Charlotte-Mecklenburg Schools strives to ensure that all its students are equipped with the
knowledge, skills, and values to live rich and full lives. One critical way that effort is realized is to attempt to
always have every child taught by a “Highly Qualified” teacher, as that phrase is used in the Federal “No Child
Left Behind Act” of 2001 (“NCLB™) and defined by the North Carolina Department of Public Instruction.

The federal law defines a “Highly Qualified” teacher as one who is: fully certified and/or licensed by the state;
holds at least a bachelor’s degree from a four-year institution; and demonstrates competence in each core
academic subject area in which the teacher teaches. Core subject areas include: English, reading, language arts,
mathematics, science, foreign languages, civics and government, social studies, economics, arts, history,
geography and general classroom curriculum for Grades K-6. The federal regulations do not apply to non-core
subjects such as most vocational programs and physical education.

In addition, we are required under NCLB to inform parents of children in schools funded with Title I funds if
their child has been assigned, or has been taught for four or more consecutive weeks by a teacher who is not
“highly qualified.” This law also requires schools to inform parents that they have the “right to know” of a
teacher’s “Highly Qualified” status as defined by the federal law.

Charlotte Mecklenburg Schools is committed to providing quality instruction for all students and does so by
employing the most qualified individuals to teach and support each student in the classroom. If you have any
questions regarding the qualifications of your child’s teacher at any time during the school year, please feel free
to contact the school at (980) 343-5485.

» Si los asistentes de maestros proveen servicios a su hijo y, de ser asi, sus cualificaciones.

Igualmente, la ley requiere que todas las escuelas, que reciben fondos de Titulo I, notifiquen a cada uno de
los padres cuando su hijo esté siendo ensenado por cuatro semanas o mas por un maestro de la escuela
que no esta Altamente Cualificado.

Charlotte-Mecklenburg Schools se compromete a proporcionar una ensefianza de calidad para todos los
estudiantes, empleando a las personas mas cualificadas para ensefar y apoyando a cada estudiante en el
salon de clase.
