Teachers can use Google Classroom to stay in
contact with your students and share
assignments, course content, links to learning
activities, and much more!



How can you access Google
Classroom?

Parents can access their child’s teachers’
Google Classroom in one of the following ways:

1. Asaguardian, you may request to receive an email summary of your child’s
Google Classroom assignments.

2.  Fromthedistrict issued Chromebook, ask the student to log in and launch
the Google Classroom App.

Please note that any activity in Google Classroom is documented under the student’s login, and it would be
inappropriate for a parent to communicate with the teacher or other students in Google Classroom. Parents
should use their personal email to digitally communicate with the teacher.
