ACTIVITY: Personalized Plates
GROUP TOPIC: Creative Expression
GROUP FOCUS: For people to recognize their own individual unique traits and to be able to share these with others.
MATERIALS:

Paper
Pens/Pencils

GROUP DESCRIPTION: Start the activity by asking the group to think of different state license plates and to describe what is on them and why it looks like it does. For example, Washington has Mt. Rainier on it's license plate because it is a predominant landmark in the state and even a national park.

Ask the group members to think about what their own license plate would look like and why. What colors would be on it, what year would the tabs be, what pictures you it have on it, what would your state be called? What would your personalized plate say with its letters and numbers, and would it have a state slogan or not? Then give the group the opportunity to create their own original plates with the materials provided.

After everyone has completed their personalized plates, allow time for everyone to share with the group what they have created and ask them to explain the meaning of everything on their plates.

POSSIBLE DISCUSSION QUESTIONS:

1. Was it easy or hard for you to create your own personalized plate?
2. Why is it hard to recognize the things that make us unique from other people?
3. Why is it important to find your own unique qualities?
4. What did you learn about others in the group that you didn't know before?
