1.  List 3 adjectives that you would use to describe this work.  Explain why you chose each.
     
2. Share a statement by the photographer that you find interesting.

3.  List 3 interesting facts about the photographer or this work.

4.  Describe 2 or more COMPOSITIONAL strengths evident in this work.

INTERPRET (minimum 3 sentences/ideas in your answer)
1.  What are the ideas that the photographer is trying to communicate in this work?
2.  What mood or emotions are communicated in this work?  What clues do you see? 
3.  What is important to the photographer in this work? Explain.
EVALUATE  (minimum 3 sentences/ideas in your answer)
1.  List one statement by the photographer.  Write a short reaction to it. (3-5 sentences)

2.  Does this work fit your idea of “good photography”?  Why or why not?
3.  If YOU were going to do this work, how would it be different? What would your approach be?  How would the work look?
