Photographer Report

Information Sheet

Each student will be required to turn in an outline on his or her photographer covering the following information. Please follow this format. Neatly print or type your outline in black ink. Turn in a second copy (not your original) on Wednesday, November 15th, 2010.

Part I: Outline
 Name of your photographer:____________________________
A. Biographical information of artist (facts about his/her life)

1. Birth date and death date

2. Where the artist lived and worked (what city(s) & country(s)?)

3. Interesting family or personal information

B. Time Period
1. Description of politics at the time they created their photographs
2. Contemporaries (other photographer’s/artists living during the same time period)

3. Type of photographs they made (black and white, type of camera or film used, etc).  What are some unique qualities about the photographer’s work or style?
4. Teacher(s) or art school(s) (if any)

C. Name and describe 4 (or more) of the artist’s works, including the information listed below:

1. Title of the art work

2. Subject matter represented in the artist’s work (portrait, landscape, documentary, abstract, non-objective subject, etc.)

3. Description of the photographer’s techniques and materials used in creating the particular photograph.
4. Explain the history, story, or concept behind the photograph.

Reminder:  You must use 3 sources (2 internet, 1 book).  Ms. Erickson will be in our class in the next week to discuss academic integrity as well as use of the school’s research capabilities.

Part II: Oral Report

Each student will give an oral presentation lasting 5 to 10 minutes; (less than 5 minutes is NOT acceptable and will merit a failing grade). Make sure to cover all the information set forth in the outline. Show 4 to 5 pictures of the artist’s work.  Large photos in books are acceptable.  Large Xerox copies of images pasted onto a poster board are ideal as well as the use of PowerPoint. Please remember this report is being presented to a large group and should be organized in a manner in which is informative, interesting, and visibly accessible. Furthermore, please do not use images, text and/or colors that are difficult to read when preparing a poster board. Plagiarism is unacceptable…use your own words.

While the student is sharing his or her report to the class, the class will listen attentively. If a student interrupts a presentation, they will be marked down on their final oral report grade. Please be good listeners and at the end of the presentation if you noticed the person did not cover all the material needed, ask them a question to assist them in fulfilling the report requirements; work as a team and support each other. This report should be a positive experience and one in which enriches us with information about photographers we may currently know little or nothing about. Be prepared on the day of your report. There will be NO make-ups, unless you have a serious situation; which requires an excused absence. In the situation mentioned there will be one day of make-ups and after that, reports are concluded. This report is 15% of your total semester grade.

Suggestion: Bring additional notes and/or images to fill time if you end up speaking too quickly and have spare time.

Part III: Visual Aide 

1)  Paste color or black/white copies or prints from the computer on to a poster board.  (Make sure the photographs are large enough for all to see). 

2)  Use a book to show photographs as long as the image in large enough for viewing.

3)  Create a PowerPoint presentation.  

4)  You may create a video at home that can be played at school.  Film yourself presenting the report and bring it to class two days prior to your presentation for teacher viewing.  You must also be present to show video to the class. Lighting and volume must be good for audience viewing.
