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The purpose of this project is to demonstrate knowledge and understanding of physical science concepts and equations learned throughout the semester.  You will apply the concepts you have learned to real life scenarios through a portfolio of photographs and explanations.  The grade on this project will replace your lowest test grade, if higher.
Procedures:

1. Take five photographs which depict five different concepts learned this semester.  Use your notes and book to get ideas.

2. Insert or paste each photo on a separate page.  Above each photo create a title.

3. Below each photo you should write a detailed description of the physical science concept demonstrated in the photo.  Your description should include any key terms and definitions, laws or theories, and equations, if applicable.

4. All work should be typed using 12 point easy-to-read font that is doubled spaced.  Points will be deducted for hand-written work.

5. The five pages should be stapled together or submitted in a report cover.

6. You should also include a cover page that states your name, the title of the assignment, and class period.  Also include the scoring rubric.
7. IMPORTANT:  For full credit, pictures must be real photos taken by you or someone you know.  They may be developed from film, or digital.  The picture must clearly show a physics concept.  You may not use photos copied from the internet.  For lesser credit, you may cut and paste pictures from magazines.

8. No markings will be made on your pictures and all photos will be returned.
