Poetry Portfolio Requirements
Write each of the following poems, paying attention to the requirements of each. 
1. Narrative Poem

Example: “The Glove and the Lion”

· minimum of 4 stanzas (16 lines minimum) 
· use a patterned rhyme scheme

· no specific meter required

2. Lyric Poem

Example: “Of A the Airts”

· minimum of 3 stanzas (12 lines minimum) 
· use a patterned rhyme scheme

· no specific meter required

3. One Free Verse

· 15 line minimum

4. Three Haikus
· follow definition directions

5. Three Limericks

Example: “The Man from Peru”
· follow definition directions

6. One Acrostic 

· follow directions in notes

7. One Concrete 
Example: “The Tree”

· follow directions in notes

In all of your poetry, you must include poetic elements and sound devices discussed in class – alliteration, assonance, metaphor, simile, personification, imagery, diction, internal/external rhyme, meter onomatopoeias, symbols, etc. 

Apply everything you have learned about creating vivid sensory detail when constructing your imagery. Display your knowledge of “figurative language” – use metaphors to bridge the gap between the concrete and abstract; use similes to draw comparisons; use personification to give shape to ideas and landscapes; use symbols, etc. 

When working on your portfolio, make sure to follow ALL of the directions on this handout. Before you turn in your work, double check these instructions to make sure you are turning in everything correctly and in proper form. 
All portfolios must be typed and include a table of contents page which will note poem title, page, and type. Titles should also appear on each page of the portfolio. 
Your portfolio itself should have a title page which includes the following:
