Proportion used to increase recipe to 30 servings. 1/8 servings=x/30 servings
Show the work to solve proportion.

Round your measurements to the nearest half (i.e. 3.222 teaspoons, rounds to 3
teaspoons, 3.666 teaspoons rounds to 3 '4 teaspoons).
