What is Edmentum Sensei for Families?

Sensei for Families allows you to stay connected to your student’s education. You can view their current
assignments, end dates, progress through assignments, grades, and the amount of time they are
spending in Edmentum Courseware.

Get Started

You must be invited by your student’s school to register for a Sensei account. You will receive an email
with a link to register. Select the link and follow the prompts to set up an account including setting a
password.

The login page can be accessed at https://auth.edmentum.com/family/login. Your email address and
password are required to login to Edmentum Sensei for Families.

Educators, need to know how to enable this for your families? Administrators must first enable sharing reports
with student contacts, then teachers can share reports.

Depending on how the student’s teacher is measuring progress, you may see up to three different grade
metrics, each which show a slightly different perspective on student progress. Keep in mind that the
grades displayed are electronically calculated and may not reflect actual grades. All final grades are
submitted by the instructor.

If a student has a low on-target grade, but a high current grade, it means that they are likely
understanding the material, but might need a little help with time management to make sure they are
completing activities on time. A student can improve their on-target grade by finishing activities that are
past their target date.

If a course has an end date, you may also see pacing indicators on some reports. These show how many
activities a student has completed for the course so far, and whether they are on track to complete all
the course activities by the end date.

> Ahead of Pace: The student should keep doing what they're doing, and they should have
-# no problem finishing the course on time.

On Pace: The student is doing just fine. If they keep it up, they'll finish the course on time.

Slightly Off Pace: The student has a little catching up to do. If they pick up the pace a bit,
they should finish the course on time.

) Off Pace: Right now, the student is not on track to finish the course on time. Maybe they

‘s_ just need to spend more time working on the course to catch up, or maybe they need to
ask their teacher for help.

Remember, these color codes only tell you how much of the course work your student has finished -
whether they've completed the right number of activities to be on pace. They don't tell you how well the
student is doing. They could be ahead of pace, but not scoring well on lessons and tests. Or they could be
doing well, but falling behind schedule.

(by scoring an 80% or higher on the

e when student completed that activity

e how many attempts the student has
made at the mastery test

e the student’s final score on the activity
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The Shared Reports section shows you all the reports your student's teacher has made available to you.
Selecting one will initiate a PDF download. You could see up to four different reports:

1. The Course Section Overview provides general information about the course. It will also show
whether course grades are weighted or not, and when the student last accessed the course.

2. The Progress Summary provides information specific to the date range shown in the report. The
progress grade, number of activities completed, and time on task are calculated only from the
activities included in that range. (In the example, only 7 activities were included in the date range.)
Note that progress grades may be negatively impacted by weighting of activities, especially if a heavily
weighted activity was not completed.

3. The Progress Details section show the individual activities from that date range along with their
target dates, how long the student spent on the task, whether the activity was weighted or not (or
manually altered by the teacher) and the student’s score on that activity.

This report
lists each activity for the entire course. Grades are provided based on work that has been completed at

the time the report was generated.

Grading By Category shows the
number of activities in each category,
what the weight for each category is,
and the student's current score for
that category.

In the Grading Details section, grades
for each activity in the course are
shown by unit and provide insight into
time-on-task, how the activity is
weighted, and the score.
