If you can get your hands on some hops (used to make beer) the kids can do a microscopic examination of the leaves. The edge of the hops leaf has tiny hairs that sort of look like thorns or claws. This is one of the only other plants besides cannabis that has those hairs. They are not shaped exactly the same, and an expert would know the difference right away, but the kids can't tell. These have to be the leaves and not the crushed pellets that some beer making kits contain. 

For the "Duqenois Levine" test, soak some whole tea leaves in a 2M solution of iron(II) chloride. Filter the leaves and let them dry. I added some of the hops leaves and some oregano also, just so the evidence would look the same as the exemplars. The kids put a little of the sample in a test tube and add twice that amount of 1M KI solution. (I label that bottle Duq.Levine). Then they add a few mLs of hexane and swirl. The known marijuana will turn a purple color in the hexane layer. Sometimes it takes a few minutes to darken, and they can see it easier if they hold the tube against a white background. The non-treated tea leaves ("incense" in my lab) will be a greenish color in the hexane layer. 
 

The other lab I am doing now is the Flinn Over the Counter Drug lab. Basically color tests on knowns and then they ID an unknown.
