SOCIAL RESPONSIBILITY PRESENTATION
An Internet Activity
A major obligation of business (both big and small) is to contribute to the overall standard of living in a society. 
As you learned in class, businesses have responsibilities to many “stakeholders” such as consumers, employees, and society as a whole.

Many businesses, especially large corporations, consider social responsibility to be more important than ever.  Many of them plan for their social responsibility efforts just like planning for production and the sale of their products. Many have a section of their website devoted entirely to their social responsibility efforts.
Your assignment is to use the internet to research a company listed on CR Magazine’s 100 Best Corporate Citizens for 2018.
“The 100 Best Corporate Citizens list, now in its 19th year, ranks companies based on publicly available information in seven categories: environment, climate change, employee relations, human rights, governance, finance, and philanthropy. The list’s creators assign a 19.5% weighting to environmental impact and employee relations, because they think they are what consumers, shareholders and employees care most about”
After reviewing the information contained on the company’s website pertaining to their social responsibility efforts, you are to complete a short slideshow of your findings.
Your presentation should include:

· Slide 1: A title slide (your name(s) and the company you researched) 

· Slide 2: An introduction that provides a brief description of the company researched 
· Slides 3 & 4: Two slides that each detail a different “social responsibility” characteristic of the company – including supporting details and information explaining what they do and why they do it.
· Slide 5: A conclusion that addresses your thoughts about the company relating to their social responsibility efforts. Did your research change your views about the company? Why or why not?
