Dual Enrollment Classes

* Dually enrolled at MCHS and Germanna Community College

* College credit is through Germanna
» Transferrable to other community colleges and 4 year schools

* Full weight for GPA calculation
« Virginia Placement Test or qualifying SAT/ACT scores

 Student/parent pays out of pocket, however, at a discounted rate
(this year’s tuition = $55.25/credit)

* This year, MCPS is covering the cost of AP exams (students must take the AP
exam to get the weighted credit for gpa calculation)

» Consider retaking junior year

 Utilize PSAT scores and collegeboard.org to
better study for the SATs

(It is recommended that students then take the SATs once spring of junior year and then
many retest fall of senior year depending on how they do the 1st time around)

* There is typically a fall and a spring administration
-Fall administration is November 16th (sign up

by Oct. 21st)
-Spring administration is April 11th
