Such topics include: Latin American music and dance, traditional foods and celebrations, key historical figures and dates, and geography.

Materials

Binder:

Organization is key to academic success in any subject. For this class, you will be required to maintain a neat, well-organized binder according to the following guidelines:

- The syllabus should remain in the front of the binder at all times, year-round.
- All pages should be hole-punched and secured – no loose work on the pockets. 

- Everything should be in reverse-chronological order in each section (newest first). 

There will be occasional binder checks that can earn you an easy 100% for a quiz grade if it is organized according to all the above requirements. It will be essential that you can locate key handouts and previous work at any moment. 
Folder:

If you do not plan on bringing your binder home each night, please have a folder for your materials.  It is important to keep your Spanish materials together and organized so that you can always find the correct materials to study from or turn in.
Writing Utensils:

All students must come to class with a writing utensil on a daily basis.  Pencils are preferred, but black- or blue-ink pens are also okay.  Students without a pen or pencil should arrange a trade with me before the bell rings to start class.  If a student does not have a pencil for class, they will

Expectations
In order for us to maximize learning time and enjoy class, we will operate under the following expectations:
1. BE RESPECTFUL to your classmates, to me, to class materials, and to yourself.  This is the MOST IMPORTANT EXPECTATION in this class and speaks largely for itself.  Just as I will always show respect to you, I expect the same in return – not only for me, but also for your classmates, our classroom, and yourself.  Any disrespect will not be tolerated in our classroom. 
2. BE ON TIME AND PREPARED for class every day when you walk through the door.  This means being in your seat  when the bells rings and having all required materials for class that day.  It also means coming with a positive attitude and being ready to learn. 
3. BE WILLING to take risks in this class!  In order to be successful in a foreign language classroom, it is important to be willing to participate and have an open mind.  Again, this is why respect is so important in our classroom, since we will all be taking risks and must all be willing to make . 
4. BE RESPONSIBLE for your success in this classroom.  You will be challenged and you will be treated like young adults, capable of handling rigorous material.  Learning a language is difficult for everyone, but I cannot spoon-feed you.  It will be up to you to make sure that you are seeking extra help or assistance when you need it.  If you ask for help, you will receive it.  I want you to learn Spanish and succeed in this course.
5. BE PERSISTANT AND PROUD in all that you do.  All great accomplishments in life require confidence and perseverance. Believe in yourself and your classmates. Push each other to study harder, learn more, and behave well.  Pride shows in everything that you do.
Positive Consequences - Rewards
Like anything in life, following the rules and exhibiting adult-like, positive behavior have its rewards. I am a strong believer in reward systems. I can assure you that it is worth your while to behave well and perform well in this class. Rewards in this class may include but are not limited to:

1. Praise – For good work, questions, answers, and participation. 
2. Phone call or note home – For exemplary participation, behavior, or achievement. 
3. Extra credit – For going above and beyond the assignments, classwork, or expectations.
4. Prizes – For exemplary participation or achievement in activities. 
5. Pared de Superestrellas - For meeting, surpassing, or making significant progress towards our goals. 
Negative Consequences
Following class rules is essential for maintaining a productive and comfortable learning environment for you and your classmates. Misbehavior is your choice and you will be held accountable if you choose to disregard the class expectations or procedures or disrupt learning in any way. The following consequences will be applied at my discretion based on the severity and circumstance of the misbehavior:

1. Verbal Warning 

2.   Conference with Teacher

3. Phone Call Home

4. Removal from Class
5. Referral

6. Parent/Guardian Conference with Teacher
7. Conference with Administration

I understand that everyone has bad days; however, it is my expectation that you do not allow your negative attitude to affect your or anyone else’s learning. You are young adults and will be treated as such—as long as you act it. 

The following behavior will not be tolerated and will lead to immediate consequences: 

· Defiance or Disrespect, Profanity, Use of Homophobic or Racist Terms, Classroom Disruptions (including phones/mp3 players), Tardiness, Cheating, Sleeping
Phones that are used, without prior permission, in class will be confiscated for the period or longer.

Absences/Make-up Work
It is extremely important that you come to class every day. Learning Spanish requires constant practice and diligence. If you miss class, you are responsible for picking up all materials for the day you were absent and will be responsible for handing them in the following day (1 day per day you missed). Everything from the week will be in a binder for easy access. If you would like to make up participation points from an absence, you may stay after school with me to engage in conversation practice.  Regardless of whether or not your absence is excused, you must still hand in all homework and classwork in order to get full credit and ensure you are on track to meeting our goals and getting the grade you want! Absences prior to tests/quizzes will not excuse you from the assessment unless otherwise noted.

Late work will not be accepted on single-night assignments. Projects will be accepted late with a half-letter-grade drop (A to B+, A- to B, etc…) for each day it is late.
Tests & Quizzes
It is important to know how well you’ve mastered the objectives for each unit so that we can take strategic steps to reach our Big Goals. There will be a quiz every one to two weeks to see how well you’ve mastered the lessons. There will be a test at the end of each unit. Tests may occasionally be replaced by Summative Projects, which will be more time-intensive.  Tests & projects will assess your knowledge of all material from the unit and will cover four core skills: listening, reading, writing, and speaking. 
If you miss a quiz or test, you have one week to make it up. After that week has passed, you will have a permanent zero. You must ask to take it and it must be done outside of class time: before or after school or during lunch.  

If you’d like to re-take any quiz, test, or major assignment, you have the opportunity to do so, but it must be done outside of class time and within one week of getting the original grade.  If you failed the original, you will receive 70% of your highest grade for the grade book. If you passed the original, you can earn a 1:2 weighted average of the two tests.

Academic Dishonesty
Cheating of any sort is a serious offense and will not be tolerated.  Academic dishonesty includes copying classmates’ work, copying something directly from the internet, using an online translator without authorization to do so, and engaging in any activity that gives you an illegal, upper-hand in this class. I can assure you it is not worth it in this class.  Academic integrity goes a long way in developing character and understanding your own capabilities. If you are unsure as to what is honest or dishonest, ask me beforehand. 
WITH HIGH EXPECTATIONS AND HARD WORK, WE WILL ACHIEVE OUR GOALS
Our Big Goals for this year, as a class, are:

1. Students will average 80% on all assessments, including exams.
2. Students will average at least 3 out of 4 on the writing and speaking parts of unit and summative assessments. 
3. All students will be able to communicate in Spanish through listening, reading, writing, and speaking.
