Conducted in an immersion style, the major goal of this course is to improve the student’s ability to understand
spoken Spanish and to communicate in Spanish with greater fluency. Spanish I11-Advanced is designed for
students who have successfully completed three consecutive years of Spanish and who have mastered and
internalized fundamental vocabulary and grammar. Students will continue to master more sophisticated
vocabulary and grammatical concepts and will be assigned a substantial amount of written work. Students will
improve oral, aural, writing, and reading proficiencies through language laboratory work, reading literary
excerpts, classroom discussion, and compositions. Students will continue their study of various aspects of
culture in the Spanish-speaking world.

=Incoming freshmen with a minimum of four years of Spanish with a grade of 90 or better and a

score of 90th percentile in the Diagnostic Exam; and/or

=Teacher recommendation.

In this course, the student will:
e Listen to class presentations, take notes, and actively participate in class work using the target language in
an immersion style.
e Complete written assignments including textbook activities and worksheet activities using the target
language.
e Work both in and out of the classroom on projects that are focused on using the target language.
o Participate in the review of homework and class assignments, sometimes writing the assignments on the
board or on the overhead projector.
e Work in pairs or groups to practice grammatical constructions, vocabulary, and conversation.
e Read excerpts, short passages, paragraphs, and authentic readers in the target language.
Participate in computer, language lab and iPad activities designed to reinforce grammatical concepts and
vocabulary learned individual units.
Watch films and videos relating to the Spanish-speaking culture.
Play games that enhance and reinforce vocabulary and grammatical structures.
Complete projects related to the Spanish-speaking culture.
Participate in daily oral activities including conversation, paired activities, role-playing and presentations.
Participate in art, music, and dance activities related to the Spanish-speaking culture.
