Steps for Making a Pinhole Camera
1. Using a ruler, find the dead center of the top of the shoebox.  Mark it then measure a quarter inch from the center on four sides to make a half inch square.  Cut with an X-acto knife NEATLY.

2. Cut out a 1” square of aluminum foil.  If it is not already flat, flatten it out with your thumb.  Put it over the 1” square hole neatly and as evenly as possible, then tape it down with masking tape.

3. Find the center again, and put a pinprick NEATLY in the aluminum foil to make the aperture.

4. Find the center of the inside bottom of your box with a ruler.  Mark it, then put a piece of looped masking tape there.  This will hold your paper.
5. Make a shutter by taping a piece of cardboard on the outside of the hole.
To load your camera:

1. In the darkroom, put a piece of photographic paper on the masking tape face up.  Be sure to hold it by the edges/ not get fingerprints on it!

2. Duct tape the edges to make sure your camera doesn’t have any light leaks!
3. Then expose outside for 45 seconds or more, depending on how bright it is!
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
