Begin by brainstorming ideas and thinking 
about narrative structure and the hero’s journey. Then, create a shot list and storyboard to plan your film. 
Once students are ready, they will use Communication Arts CTE equipment to film their own movie while 
also learning how to set up lighting and sound. In addition to filming, students will market their movies with a 
poster and some basic photoshop techniques. Finally, films will be assembled with Adobe Premiere and 
students who feel they are ready can learn some basic editing transitions and effects as well. In the end, 
students will come away with their own short film to share with friends and family!
