That's why | say to let them load up on books that look
interesting to them. (This is much cheaper at the library).
Fun Rule #3: Go beyond the (traditional) book.
Do you know that it counts to read an audiobook? Yes, it is listening but here’s why it counts: it builds
vocabulary and background knowledge about topics and literary devices. And what's even better, it helps
kids find the magic in the story itself. This is the KEY to loving to read and what kids miss when they're
overwhelmed with reading itself. Also, don’t forget about reading books on devices such as an iPad or
Kindle. Since many kids are mesmerized by technology, technology can make reading way enticing.
Finally, remember those magazine and comic books! They also count as reading!
