v/ Decide on 8 TOP courses (4 core classes and 4 electives) as well as 4 ALTERNATE elective choices.

v COMPLETE PAPER REGISTRATION WORKSHEET with your choices- this will help guide you once

you go into PowerSchool to enter your class selections.

If unsure of the level of class (College Prep or Honors) you should register for, please discuss this with your
current teacher. Teachers will be submitting recommendations to counselors for core classes to ensure all

students are scheduled appropriately.

Remember Pre and Co- Requisites (This information is found in the Program of Studies).
