Theme Park Webpage Project

 Project Criteria

· Students will create a website based on their favorite theme park or they may create one of their own. Use CSS to create the layout.
· All pages must be in good taste; no references to alcohol, illegal activities, or inappropriate topics are allowed. 

· Project must include at least five pages— 

· Home page with links to all other pages/must have contact information, hours of operation, links/navigation to all pages, and one photo slideshow. Name this page INDEX.html
· Page on the hours, prices, special events/news, special features, directions, restaurant and menu, parking information.
· 2 Specific pages about attractions of your choice – description, facts about attractions and pictures or video on each page.  (NO COPYING & PASTING FROM ANOTHER SITE)
· You must include an additional page of your choice that includes links to other web pages on the internet devoted to your topic or an image gallery.

· You must create a banner for each page.  At least one should be animated using Photoshop, Fireworks, or Flash.
· NAVIGATION MUST BE consistent on all pages. 
· Each webpage must contain appropriate graphics and consistent layouts.
· Use graphics and color appropriately. Be careful not to overuse graphics or background images, as they make pages difficult to load.   Text must be easy to read even with a background image.
· Web pages will be graded based on creativity, use of graphics, layout and CSS, adherence to project guidelines, quality of the web site, relevance to topic, grammar/spelling and use of class time. You should have someone check your page before it is graded. 

· Any information used on the web pages must be referenced. Please, if you borrow information from another webpage, include a link to their page.  This can be in small print or in italics at the bottom of the page.   Remember that in the “real world”, legally you are not allowed to copy other designer’s work.
· Have fun! Take pride in your work! 

· Using Publisher, prepare a tri-fold brochure using information from your website to attract tourists to your theme park.

· You also need to create a ticket, Grand Opening flyer, and a T-shirt design.

· This project will be 2 TEST GRADES.
