As part of the Homework Menu we have decided to add another activity.  This is in place of the spelling sheet that was being sent home.  Sometimes parents wonder-How do I help my child study their spelling words?  Well, we have come up with some suggestions.  Each week there will be an attached Spelling Tic Tac Toe Sheet with various activities.  Your child can complete at least 3 activities to make a tic tac toe.  Then you will return it attached to the homework menu on Friday. None of the activities need to be passed in.  Just putting your initial saying it was done is enough.

Practice spelling words with a partner-flashcards, how do you write__________, how do you spell _________-those are a few ways to practice spelling words.

Rainbow Writing-Write your spelling words with a pencil FIRST and then trace each word with 3 different crayons, markers or colored pencils to make them look like a rainbow. See attached sheet
Bubble Letters-Write your spelling words to look like bubble letters.

Fancy Letters- Write your spelling words with FANCY letters

Type on Computer-Type your spelling words on the computer

Spelling Memory- Help your child make 20 little cards and write each spelling word 2 times and then play memory together. See attached sheet
Spelling Hangman-Play hangman using your spelling words

Silly Story- Help your child write a silly story using some spelling words.  Use at least 5 spelling words.

Build with Letters- Build spelling words with letters-Use magnet letters on a cookie sheet, make little letter tiles of your own on index cards and save them to use and build words. You can also use post-it notes-see attached sheet
Spelling City- go to www.spellingcity.com and there are many activities to play using the spelling words. You can also find the spelling activities online by clicking on links off of my webpage and then scrolling down to the story we are on this week. (My webpage is www.clinton.k12.ma.us. Click on elementary school and then find my name under “Find your Teacher”)
*Remember-NONE of these activities need to be turned in except the Tic Tac Toe sheet that is included in the packet.
