Where in the world are you going????

Congratulations!!!!  You have just won $2000.  The only stipulation is that you use this money to take the trip of your dreams.  That’s right!!!  You can take a trip to anywhere in the world as long as the trip expenses do not exceed $2,000, and you have never visited that city or country.

The $2000 will cover the cost of your transportation, lodging, food, and admission to attractions that you visit during your vacation.  Spending money for souvenirs or incidentals while you are on the trip will not be considered in your $2000 budget.

Your trip must be a minimum of 5 days, and you must spend as close to $2000 as possible without going over budget.  However, points will be taken off your final project grade for having more than $50 left over from the $2000 you have been given.

Your trip must be planned for a specific time period so you can get accurate prices for transportation, lodging, etc.  Prices in the travel industry vary depending on the time you travel (busy season, slow season, etc.).  

To plan this trip, you will use the Internet and any other sources that you feel will be helpful.  As you are surfing, feel free to send yourself free brochures from the different sites you visit.  Extra credit will be given for any brochures, etc. that you find on the web.

You must include the following in your report:

 Day-by-Day Itinerary--You will create a detailed itinerary for your trip using Microsoft Word. 

 You must list each day of your trip (by date), and the exciting activities you have planned for that day. 

 Begin with the first day and give specific, detailed information on: 

 transportation (air, land, or sea), include departure/arrival times, name the airlines, cruise lines, bus lines etc.

 hotel accommodations; address of hotel and a description of the property you will stay at during your trip.  Describe the hotel’s amenities such as pool, spa, stores, casinos, etc.

 List each day of your trip, and plan at least one activity for each day.  For example, you may go to an amusement park, a museum, snorkeling, or fishing.  However, for each activity that you plan, you must explain in detail the name of the attraction, and its special features. The cost of these activities will come out of the $2000. 

 List of optional activities you may choose to visit (minimum of 5).  Describe each activity, and give prices.

 List of restaurants you may chose to visit (minimum of 5).  Describe type of food available and prices.

 Use Microsoft Excel to prepare a budget for your trip detailing all cost.  The cost of your expenses must be totaled (use a formula to add your expenses), and this total should not exceed $2000.

 Use PowerPoint to prepare a presentation describing your vacation site and the attractions you have selected to visit.  The presentation must contain a slide for each day of the trip you have planned.
