(https://www.onetonline.org/) to assist you in locating the information needed
o You can also use other resources as needed.

POSTER REQUIREMENTS:

e You decide if you want it to be landscape or portrait depending on your layout of the
information gathered.
e The poster must have on it:
o Career Title - the title must be larger than the rest of the words so that it 'pops' -
design the title to be visually interesting.
Description of the career (identify what someone in this field does)
Average (median) salary for someone in this field
At least three (3) hard skills related to this field
At least three (3) soft skills (workplace skills) that would be beneficial in this
career
At least one (1) interesting fact related to the career field
Educational requirements - degrees, certifications, etc
At least three (3) pictures/images to enhance the poster
