There will be 
posted signs to assist students. Meanwhile, teachers will have class lists handy. At 8:05 a.m. students will be 
escorted into the building with their assigned classroom teacher. After the first week of school, 1st- 8th grade 
students will line up inside of the Gymnasium. The Gymnasium door will open at 8:00 a.m. Kindergarten 
students will line up and enter through the door on 7th Street. Students will be dismissed at 3:25 p.m. from the
following locations:
