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2. A cart moves horizontally along a straight track.  The graph to the right describes it’s motion.  What is: 
(a) the acceleration from a – c?

(b) The acceleration from c – d?

(c) Identify areas where the speed of the cart is decreasing.

(d) Find the horizontal displacement at time = 12 seconds.

3. A ship is steaming on a heading of due north at a speed of 12.0 kts (nautical miles per hour).  The current is swirling at 4.25 kts going from east to west (so headed due west).  (a)What course must the ship steer in order to make good a heading that is due north (000()?  (b)  What is the ship’s speed over ground (the course it actually makes good to you lubbers)?

4. You walk north a distance of 12.0 km.  Then you travel east a distance of 5.0 km.  (a) How far are you from the place you started from?  (b)  what is the direction from you to the starting point?
