• Philia or Platonic-- Friendship 
or sibling love

• Eros-- Romantic

• Storge-- Paternal / Maternal/ 
Parental

• Agape—Love for humanity
• Includes compassion, generosity, 

charity, kindness, and forgiveness

• Philautia— Self love
• Spectrum of self-care and self-esteem 

on one end and vanity or hedonism on 
the other end
