What is a Work Cited page?
It is similar to a bibliography page located at the back of a paper.  The difference is that a Work Cited page states which sources were used and cited in the report.

Centered at the top of your page, you will have it titled: Work Cited

Using the format that was given to you to write a source at the top of your notes, type/write out the sources in alphabetical order beginning with the first word of your source entry.

Each NEW source is not indented on the first line; however, each line after will be indented. This is called a hanging line
It will look like the example page:
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
