1. Future Business Leaders of America as the Word Art Title across the top; use the same subtitle that appears on the national FBLA web page (www.fbla.org or http://tnfbla.fbla-pbl.org)  (7 points)
2. Insert a section break to start 3 equal columns; use a vertical line to divide the columns 

(8 points)
3. Use the 2010-2011 theme art in an appropriate place on the newsletter  (5 points)
4. Using the FBLA-PBL fact sheet, read through the Membership paragraph. Create a heading on your newsletter entitled Membership and summarize some significant points from the website.  (10 points)
5. Use the same heading format as Membership and create a section called FBLA Mission OR one entitled FBLA Pledge and key the appropriate content under the title. (10 points)
6. Using the same heading format as above, create a section entitled FBLA Goals and list 3 or more in bullet form that you consider significant.  (you may add more to even up this column)  (10 points)
7. Add a text box with a border that says Join Today! $15 registration due by Sept. 1. See Mrs. Carlton for details! Use a light gray shading within the text box.  (10 points)
#4-7 above should be presented in the first 2 columns as you choose, but do not divide the sections (i.e., the pledge should not run onto the next column) 

8. In the third column, provide the heading Cornersville FBLA and list some or all of the following activities: American Red Cross blood drives, bake sales, leadership camp, teacher appreciation, gifts for soldiers, field trips, regional competitive events, state leadership conference, March of Dimes fundraisers, texting & driving campaign, job shadow, 8th grade orientation.  (15 points)
9. Add one or two pictures, not clip art, that are relevant to these events at the bottom of the column.  (5 points)
10. Make sure you have a uniform, neat, attractive ONE-page newsletter. 3 columns should be approximately the same length. Check for spelling and grammatical errors.  (20 points)
