5• Take a picture or pictures to explain how the zoo classifies its animals
Language arts

1• Greek or Latin roots

2• Write a simile, metaphor, and hyperbole about your picture

3• Nonfiction text

4• Problem-solution text feature

5• Cause-effect text feature
Social studies

1• Take a picture of the zoo entrance. Give the zoo’s relative location.

2• Take a picture of an animal that lives in a country you have studied. Name the country and continent.

3• Take a picture of a “region” that is part of a zoo exhibit.

4• Name the region and describe it as a “place.”

5• Rivers were key in developing civilizations. Take a picture of an animal that lives in a river or along its banks.

6• Music is part of culture. Take a picture of an instrument
Two students are recorders for the group; they keep a record of which picture is taken to represent a specific concept. Having two recorders ensures that the data record is not misplaced. Another student is the photographer and the fourth student is the time keeper. These can be rotated throughout the trip so everyone has a chance to do all jobs.
